Such details work to allow you to share the writer's experience fully.

	a short nonfiction piece that explains or gives information about a topic.  The word expository, in fact, simply means to give information about something or to explain what is difficult to understand.

	a short nonfiction composition in which a writer presents his or her views in order to convince you to accept the author's opinion or to act a certain way.  Since you may not share the writer's opinion, the writer usually offers arguments, or reasons, to support the position.
